VICTORY FOR ELDWICK

The latest (and hopefully last)
chapter in the saga of the
Lower Airedale Plan has just
been received and we are
delighted to be able to report
some good news at last.

Last Novembers newsletter
showed details of the proposed
increase in the housing devel-
opment off Warren Lane, and
gave readers the opportunity to
object to the Council Planning
Department. Thanks to the
great support of over 300
residents who sent in their
complaints (the majority on
the basis that community
identity would be destroyed
and that existing services would
be overstretched) it would
appear that the Council are
prepared to see things our
way.

Their report also mentions the
considerable objection raised
by Eldwick Village Society,
who must also take credit for
this latest decision. As the
Council's report concludes: "It
is believed that the original

draft green belt allocation was
correct and that this judgement
has now been endorsed by an
Inspector appointed by the
Department of the Environ-
ment. We recommend that
the original draft plan alloc-
ation be confirmed and this
land become part of the green
belt”.

Unfortunately, we are unable
to overturn the Planning
Enquiry decision to develop
the 11 acre field behind
Stone Hill. We understand
building will commence almost
immediately.
