the general consensus of the village would be to:—

A) STOP any further large/medium sized building
developments.

B) Keep intact a RURAL SETTING and look after
the natural environment, which surrounds us!

C) Consider only (1) Small housing developments
under 10 units; (2) Single dwellings in controlled
locations; (3) Conversion of redundant buildings in
the village area.

D) Major concerns for future development in
Eldwick is: (1) encroachment onto existing green
belt land; (2) Loss of open green spaces in the
village.

E) General criteria issues are:- (1) The major need
for more PLAY areas in a number of key
areas/sites within the village; (2) Control of Traffic
and Parking in the main roads; (3) Provision for
YOUTH facilities for the U 17’s; (4) For the village
people to become more community spirited; (5)
Stop Dog Fouling in ALL areas, especially in the
Park and grassed play areas; (6) You are worried
about the loss of shops in the main street -
making the .village much more of a dormitory
village - especially since the natural balance of the
village has been distorted by the new school site
being on the fringe of the village - taking trade and
people away from the natural centre around the
shops in Otley Road.

F) Since a massive 90% believed that the
Memorial Hall (community building) is important,
just how best can we utilise and expand its uses?
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caring individuals - and be prepared to
participate/help. We cannot keep handing absolute
responsibility for everything that happens in our
village community over to others. | look forward to
seeing representatives from ALL age groups, clubs
and committees.

We can and must act together to go forward in a
caring and beneficial way.
